Glenties Fire Service to be invited annually to assist safety education.  
Participation in Pioneer and Garda quizzes.  
Swimming classes to be attended in the Central Hotel, Donegal.  
A pantomime to be attended as a literary experience.  
Supporting Ice-cream Day and Marking National Down Syndrome Day by wearing silly socks. 
Marking Autism Awareness Month by wearing some blue clothing. 
Basketball coaches to be invited to the school annually.  
An Internet Safety/Cyber-bullying speaker to be invited to talk to parents/pupils. 
Sharing of Grandparents’ skillset, particularly in Catholic Schools’ Week. 
Skills’ Day: parents with talents in areas to be brought in to speak to the children.
